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Austin Airport Redevelopment
Reaches Milestone!

After seven years of planning, the Austin
City Council has approved a Master
Development Agreement with Catellus,
a nationally prominent developer and REIT.
EPS has been involved every step of the way.

The Robert Mueller Municipal Airport
(RMMA) was closed in 1999 when the former
Bergstrom Air Force Base was reinvented as
Austin, Texas's new international airport.
RMMA — a 700+ acre property near down-
town and the University of Texas campus —
was then available for redevelopment.

EPS began work in 1997 — prior to the
airport’s closure — with the City of Austin,
a community advisory commission, and
other consultants to create a reuse plan for
RMMA. That plan was finalized and approved
by City Council in 2000, and included several
thousand housing units of various densities,
a town center, several million square feet of
office/R&D space, and over 125 acres of
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parks and open space in a Traditional
Neighborhood/New Urbanist Design.

EPS then assisted the City in creating a
Request for Business Plans to which several
developer groups responded. EPS helped
the City to evaluate those responses, and
Catellus was selected as the preferred
developer in 2002.

Over the past two years, EPS has helped
the City and Catellus to refine the original
reuse plan to enhance its feasibility while
maintaining the ambitious vision created by
the community. Most recently, EPS has been
instrumental in representing the City in
negotiating the deal structure with Catellus,
as represented in
the Master
Development
Agreement.
